Seld by
Brahmield & Gutruf of Hamberg a prestigious jewelier. The overall height is 8.50 mm and the width is 27.45 mm,

This brooch features four pear shaped sapphires each setinto a three claw double collet wire setting. These have been positioned
around a single diamond ,also in o similar setting .Each sapphire is sumounded by a cluster of small diamands gapped and laid out to form the
leaves of the clover. There is also a baguetie encrusted stem.

This brooch has been handcrafted using o variety of techniques, hand assembly, using fabricoted components with fraditional hand
forming, setting and finishing.
