One all white gold flat mesh bracelet that has been stomped 750 AZ. Sold by Brahmfeld & Gutruf of Hamberg a prestigious jeweller.

This is 0 wide flat mesh type bracelei that features four sapphires and three diomonds that have oll been set info simple four claw
settings that have been fixed onto the bracelet and separated by a small raised square of white gold which has been ribbed .The base is flat
and made of fightly fitted links joined with side rivets and aranged in a brickwork pattern. There are fwo oufside rectangular that are raised
with a texiured top.

The overall height is 5.50 mm and the width is 16.70 mm.

This bracelet has been handcrafted using a variety of techniques, which include the lost wax casting process (settings) hand assem-
bly, using fabricated components with traditional hand forming, setting and finishing.
